(including spouses) of the nominee.  They do not need to be an MRCVS or RVN. Nominees for the award can be any student who is enrolled 
on an RCVS-approved veterinary or veterinary nursing course, or studying for a relevant postgraduate veterinary/veterinary nursing qualification. 

This award is also open to self-nomination. If you are self-nominating, please be sure to complete this form in the third person using your 
own name and preferred pronouns in place of ‘I’ to avoid bias.
